HEAD LICE 
I sent a text yesterday asking for people to check their children for head lice as it is becoming a 
problem across school. We have sent out letters to classes that have had this problem but 
please ask that you check your child’s hair to try and minimise the problem.  
 
NURSERY PLACES 
We are finalising Nursery places for September this week and have a few part time and 30 hour 
places available. If you need or know somebody who needs a Nursery place for September, 
please contact the school office or Mrs Fairclough to apply for a place. 
 
RAPID LATERAL FLOW TESTING FOR HOUSEHOLDS AND BUBBLES OF SCHOOL PUPILS  
Around 1 in 3 people with coronavirus (COVID-19) do not have symptoms but can still pass it on 
to others. Regular testing of people without symptoms (asymptomatic testing) is important to 
help stop the virus spreading. As lockdown restrictions gradually ease, we all need to play our 
part to help protect each other. 
  
On Sunday 28 February, the Department of Health and Social Care announced that from 
Monday 1 March, households with primary school, secondary school and college age children, 
including childcare and support bubbles, can test themselves twice every week at home as 
schools return from Monday 8th March. Households, childcare and support bubbles of primary, 
secondary and college staff can also be tested. Twice-weekly testing will also be offered to 
adults working in the wider school community, including bus drivers and after school club 
leaders. The twice-weekly test kits can be accessed:
